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The Tangipahoa Parish African American Heritage Museum was recently named a trailhead for 
the state-wide African American Trail.  Consisting of three buildings, the facility includes a full-
service restaurant, dinner theater, banquet hall, genealogy lab, recording studio, and more. 
The museum features 23 - 8X5 murals depicting the story of African American plight from life 
in Africa, slavery, and life in America.
